This guide will help you get the most out of your WebCast. This WebCast is a video file that contains 
images of the slides synchronized to the audio of the presenter. You can go to any slide in the presen-
tation by using the chapter selector. To bypass the initial disclaimers and presenter introductions, you 
can jump to chapter 02... in any module which will be the actual content starting point. You will need a
set of speakers or headphones connected to your computer to hear the presenter. The first thing you 
will need to do is download and install the latest version of QuickTime if you donÕt already have it.

Once you have installed QuickTime, do the following:

For Windows:

1. Launch QuickTime.

2. From the Edit  Menu at the top left of your QuickTime window, click on Preferences/Player Prefer-
ences . Make sure the box is checked that says Use high-quality video setting when available.

3. From the File Menu, click on Open File...  and navigate to the location where you downloaded the 
WebCast to and click the Open button.

4. This will open the WebCast in a small view. To see the slides full screen, from the View Menu, click 
on Fit to Screen.
